Phases B and C at Highland Place would be
visible through trees beyond the buildings
lying on East India Dock Road. They are indi-
cated by the purple and yellow lines respec-
tively in the centre of the image. The Proposed
Development would not be especially notice-
able from here.

A cumulative scheme at Chrisp Street, which is
outlined in orange centrally in the image, would
obscure much of the Proposed Development
from view. Taking this into account, the
Proposed Development would represent a
change of very low magnitude to a view of
medium sensitivity. The significance of effect
would be minor/negligible (not significant).
