The Life of A Residential Street

Lansbury Gardens will be freed from the messy and intrusive consequences of the
rear servicing and associated parking.

The space will be a functional residential street providing pedestrian, cycle and
vehicle access to the existing houses. At ground level it will offer a secondary
access to building H3, along with access to its bin stores and refuse stores. Refuse
collection will be carried out from the road with bins being moved across the public
realm to the waste collection trucks.

It will also serve as valuable parking with the 7 existing Lansbury Gardens resident
parking spaces retained and the addition of 2 accessible parking spaces as well as
2 car club spaces on the western side of the road.
