Edge Typology - MUGA Railings

The existing MUGA pitch will remain in its current location and the railings will largely
also be retained. Repairs and repainting to be undertaken as necessary on all
retained railings to make good.

The entrances into the MUGA will be adapted to better suit the park layout and
serve the needs of the users of the MUGA. New entrances are proposed in four
locations, two on the east and two on the west edges of the pitch. These new
entrances flank the existing central access points, which will now be closed up. The
'L shaped' proposed entrances are designed to prevent balls flying out into the park
or roads. The MUGA may have no gates or locks at these entrances, subject to
further consultation.

The existing vehicle entrance on the northern most side of the pitch will be retained
with its gate locked for maintenance access only. The existing pedestrian gates on
the north and south sides will be closed up and replaced with a suitable matching
fence panel.
