	Over 3000 email objections have been received following publication of the Hearing Report dated 27 May 2026

Highlighting concerns about the impact this development would have on the protected great crested newt population at the neighbouring Glebelands Nature Reserve and the broader impact on biodiversity.

A further representation of objection received from Sarah Sackman MP who sets out three tests that any development at GNLP would need to satisfy in order to have my support. They are as follows: 1) More genuinely affordable housing on the site, 2) Upgraded public transport and services capable of meeting the anticipated demand, 3) A new lido and leisure centre without loss of provision.  

The applicant also consider that additional material considerations justify the departure from Policy H5 as follows:
 
Prevailing market conditions (most notably the significant decline in housing delivery across London), and the recognition that providing investors/developers with certainty and simplicity and removing unnecessary barriers to development is key to supporting housing delivery. 
Further material considerations include the Ministerial Statement (October 2025). This Ministerial Statement carries material weight and sets out the need for emergency measures on an urgent basis, with the support of the GLA and MHCLG, to respond to acute viability pressures in the housing market and to support the delivery of much-needed homes.

The applicant has also increased the contribution to bus services to £1,100,000.


One Finchley Society have written to state that the GLA has neglected its Public Sector Equality Duty under the Equality Act 2010, in respect of its consideration of the planning application for GNLP (ref 2026/0027/S3). No Equality Impact Assessment has been conducted.





















The Chairman of the Albanian Association has written in objection as the loss of the clubhouse is a key component of the community infrastructure and the Albanian Association provides important opportunities for sport, social engagement and community cohesion. Its loss would have a significant negative impact on local residents, including young people and seniors.    

This para should be deleted as a Night-Time Active Travel Zone Assessment has been provided and does not identify any measures necessary to mitigate the impacts of the development.

The development would affect the setting of Hawthorne Dene and the Cemetery, not just that is within their setting.

This should read ‘According to the BHTVIA, the only heritage asset harmed by the proposed development is the Grade II* listed St Pancras and Islington Cemetery Registered Park and Garden’.

The Inspectors’ Report to Local Plan confirms that due regard to the aims expressed in S149(1) of the Equality Act 2010 in the examination of the Local Plan. The Inspectors also conclude that they were “satisfied that the Plan overall would not result in any significant negative effects on people with protected characteristics”.  
 
The Council’s Committee Report confirms that officers have had regard to the requirements of Section 149 in assessing the application, and sets out the impacts on protected characteristics arising from the proposed development, concluding that the proposed development would not give rise to significant adverse impacts taking account of mitigation including S106 and CIL. GLA Officers concur with this view.
